27 The Mall has been redeveloped with 14 residential flats above. 
“A3” use has, after appeal, been granted for the whole of the ground floor below. “A3” means: “Use for the sale of food or drink for consumption on the premises or of hot food for consumption off the premises”. There is concern that all of this ground floor may now become one, very large licensed restaurant (393 sq. metres, the equivalent of five separate A3 units).
You may choose to comment about: 

·  The opening hours. Do you think these excessive? And is the sale of alcohol for 16 hours a day reasonable?
 (Note that these bear no resemblance to those stated on planning decision  09/04196/F of Monday -Saturday 9:00 to 23:00 and Sundays 10:00 to 22:00 which were backed up by the Inspector at the appeal).
 
· The request for recorded music. Again, is 16 hours a day reasonable? At the times requested?

· The fact that no floor plan has been provided. Potentially there may be 120 covers. Would 

   you approve of this? Might you wish to know how many are actually planned?

New A3 sites are not automatically granted alcoholic licenses. You can – as A3 planning status has already been granted - only write about licensing matters (Public nuisance factors) as opposed to planning matters. For example:
· Noise nuisance (doors and windows kept closed, music, bottle noise)

· Light pollution (bright lighting outside)

· Noxious smells

· Litter

· Cumulative impact- i.e a significant number of licensed premises in one area. You may think that Clifton already has enough Licensed premises. Does it need another? And one as large as this?
